Network IP Edition: Provides the ultimate class management using the UltraKey 5.0 Data Server 
software (included), which communicates with UltraKey using Internet protocol (IP) over any LAN, 
WAN or the Internet. Teachers can review class progress and change settings anywhere at school or 
home. No security problems and no permission headaches. 
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The Advantages of Communication with Internet Protocol: 
Internet protocol enables electronic communication through any network or Internet connection. Students 
can learn at school or at home, while their use of UltraKey 5.0 is recorded on the school or district server. 
Teachers can also monitor student progress from their homes using the tools built into UltraKey 5.0, 
which teachers are licensed to use at home. Students need a home edition of UltraKey 5.0.
